The Arctic Red River offers limitless wilderness experiences to adventurers ready to take on the
challenge of this wild land. Its valley, framed by high mountains, provides rich habitat for Dall's
sheep, caribou, grizzly bear and peregrine falcon.

One of the world's great wild rivers, the South Nahanni is the centrepiece of Nahanni National Park

Reserve, a World Heritage Site. It surges through steep-walled canyons, meanders past steaming hot
